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Brushy Creek Baptist Church was among the first of organized churches in Greenville County and
from it's inception kept records of the meetings and members.

These member roll lists local residents, many being some of the first settlers of the area and their
descendants.

Consider, too, that for many years this was the only church to hold regular meetings and drew
members from communities a considerable distant away. Brushy Creek was the "Mother" church
for many that sprang up in nearby communities.

This list is the first compiled in the records and names often reoccur. The member rolls show
members, when they were received into the grace of the church, or when they were baptized. In a
few instances it also shows the age when baptized. The “Remarks” column lists the members
disposition, whether dismissed from the church, excommunicated, excluded from the membership
and in some cases the death of a member. For a more detailed account, you must read the actual
church minutes.
